CITIZEN OF THE YEAR: 
This award will be presented to an individual whose volunteerism and outstanding service and dedication have made a significant contribution to the community. Qualities looked for are as follows: 
• A person who continually volunteers his or her time, dedication and talents to the town and the citizens of the town to make Chiefland a great place to live, work, play and learn.
• A person who has made a positive difference to the lives of fellow citizens. They may serve on service, school, church, or community committees. 
• A person who has shown a willingness to work with other Chiefland residents, who is enthusiastic about the town and its citizens, and who works continually towards the betterment of the community. 
• A person with the qualities of honesty and integrity.

The individual recognized does not have to be a member of the Greater Chiefland Area Chamber of Commerce or the business community, but must be at least 18 years of age and live in the Chiefland area. A nominee need only be nominated once to be considered. The number of nominations received per nominee will bear no weight in their selection.

BUSINESS OF THE YEAR:

This award is intended to recognize a business that stands out for notable achievements and community contributions. The annual award celebrates entrepreneurial spirit, volunteerism, innovation, and leadership – all characteristics that make the Chiefland area a great place to do business and a wonderful place to live.  The business nominated should have at least one year of service in the Chiefland area and currently in operation.

LAW ENFORCEMENT: 

This award is intended to recognize, support and encourage outstanding law enforcement work throughout the Chiefland area and to recognize the tireless dedication of our law enforcement professionals and their efforts to promote safety and security in places of business. Suggested criteria would be:
· One or more heroic acts
· High personal standards and service above and beyond the call of duty 
· Innovation/initiative in creating a new or innovative law enforcement program 
· Outstanding efforts in criminal investigation 
· Outstanding narcotics investigation
· Other exemplary performance as deemed by the Sheriff and/or nominator.


The 2024 Awards will be chosen by the Awards Committee and announced at the Chiefland Chamber Awards Banquet held on Thursday, April 23, 2026. The Committee’s decision is final and no communication will be entered into after the deadline.
